Dear Parents, 

Our Very Important Person (VIP) presentations are a very important part of our Fourth Grade program.  It is a special time for the children to showcase themselves, and for everyone to get to know them better.  Children usually bring photos, collections, awards and sometimes videos to help us all find out about them. Please also let us know if any extra equipment will be needed.  Keep in mind that each child is allotted 15 minutes for his or her presentation.  If your child decides to include a video, it should only be a part of that time.  On Friday of their VIP week; your child will give a presentation to the class telling all about their display and about themselves.  You are invited to come and watch, but please do not feel that your presence is required.  Every week, each VIP receives a letter from each of his or her classmates, and takes down the display.  
Each student will be responsible to write a letter to each VIP every week.  These letters should be written in proper letter format and the body of the letter should be at least five sentences long and may only include one question.  Other ideas for sentences that may be written in the body of the letter include: something your child learned from the VIP presentation; something your child has in common with the VIP; a compliment regarding the VIP presentation.  On the reverse of this page is an example of a VIP letter that the fourth graders came up with together at the beginning of the year.
